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PETITION 2008-73:  A Special Use Permit to allow renovation of a vacant gasoline service station, and construction of an attached automatic car wash, located at 1805 W. Jefferson St.
Mr. Fisher read the staff report into the record.

Chairman Hennessey swore in Mr. Bob Gabel, United Architects, Joliet, Il. and Mr. Roman Rajchel, Aurora Petroleum, LLC, Roselle, Il.  Neither Mr. Gabel nor Mr. Rajchel had any questions or additional comments.                

Chairman Hennessey asked if anyone wished to speak in favor of the petition and no one came forward.                                   

Chairman Hennessey asked if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the petition and no one came forward.                                   

Chairman Hennessey closed the petition and asked the board for a discussion and a vote.

Petition 2008-73 was approved with five aye votes.
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Study Session:  Multiple temporary signs for Bridge Street Town Centre, located at the northeast corner of I-80 and I-55.
Mr. Fisher read the staff report into the record.  He said that in order to properly market the site of the Bridge Street Town Centre, O&S Holdings, would like to place six 128 sq. ft. temporary signs on the site.  Two types of signs will be utilized.  One type will advertise the Centre’s ground-breaking date, and the other will advertise the coming of a Von Maur store to the site.  Mr. Fisher said that staff is in favor of the additional signs request because this development is very important to the City of Joliet.   He said that to allow for good visibility of the signs from both Interstate 55 and 80 will be in the best interests of the city and the developers as well.
Chairman Hennessey asked the board for a discussion and a vote.                                              

Mr. Graham moved to concur with city staff regarding the temporary signage at Bridge Street Town Centre, and Ms. Powers seconded the motion, which passed with 5 aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Graham, Nevarez, Powers, Riggs and Hennessy.
