OLD BUSINESS:

P-17-07:  PRELIMINARY PLAT OF FIRSTPARK JOLIET SUBDIVISION.

Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.

Mr. Richard Kavanagh, Attorney, 111 N. Ottawa Street, Joliet, appeared on behalf of the petition.

Mr. Mike Hansen, Attorney, appeared on behalf of the Empress Casino, appeared before the Commission.  Mr. Hansen said they have no objection to the petition and have no problem with the petition moving forward at this time.

Z-1-08:  RECLASSIFICATION OF 415 FRANCIS STREET FROM R-3 (ONE AND TWO FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) ZONING TO R-2 (SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) ZONING.

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Reclassification of 415 Francis Street from R-3 (one and two family residential) zoning to R-2 (single-family residential) zoning. V-1-08:  VACATION OF PRIEBOY AVENUE, EAST OF BYRUM BOULEVARD.

Mr. Grasty moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Vacation of Prieboy Avenue, East of Byrum Boulevard.  Ms. Thomas seconded the motion, which passed with seven aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Moore, Thomas, Walden, Grasty, Jelinek, Mulvey and Strong.  Mr. Kella abstained from this vote. 
P-1-08:  PRELIMINARY PLAT OF RESUBDIVISION OF LOT 3 IN GUZMAN SUBDIVISION.

FP-2-08:  FINAL PLAT OF RESUBDIVISION OF LOT 3 IN GUZMAN SUBDIVISION.

Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.

Mr. Luis Guzman, owner of the property, appeared on behalf of the petition.
Mr. Ron Sossong, resides adjacent south of the proposed property, appeared before the Commission.  Mr. Sossong is concerned about the water shed from that piece of property.  The water runs through the back of his yard.  The last time there was construction on that property a lot of mud and silt ran through his yard.  

Mr. Haller said whenever there is a land development they are required to put up a fence to hold it back.  

Mr. Gapsevich, Engineering, said on the eastern half of the lot there is the beginning of a drainage channel.  If Mr. Guzman develops the eastern half of that lot he will have to fill it up to the grade to match the street.  That way he will be filling in the very top portion of that drainage channel.  A retaining wall will probably be required at that time as well.     

Mr. Grasty moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Preliminary Plat and Final Plat of Resubdivision of Lot 3 in Guzman Subdivision, subject to revisions being requested by Public Works & Utilities.  Mr. Walden seconded the motion, which passed with eight aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Thomas, Walden, Cammack, Grasty, Jelinek, Mulvey, Moore and Strong.  Mr. Kella abstained from this vote.  
FP-3-08:  FINAL PLAT OF HD PARK-JOLIET PHASE 1 SUBDIVISION.
