A-16-08:  ANNEXATION, CLASSIFICATION TO R-4 (LOW-DENSITY, MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL), R-1B (SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) ZONING AND APPROVAL OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT OF WHEELER SOUTH PROPERTY (80 AC.) LOCATED AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF CATON FARM AND PETERSON ROADS.
A-17-08:  ANNEXATION, CLASSIFICATION TO R-3 (ONE AND TWO FAMILY RESIDENTIAL), R-4 (LOW-DENSITY, MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL), B-3 (GENERAL BUSINESS) ZONING AND APPROVAL OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT OF WHEELER NORTH PROPERTY (145.99 AC.), LOCATED AT THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF SCHLAPP AND CATON FARM ROADS.

Mr. Kella moved that the Annexation, Classification to R-4 and R-1B zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement of Wheeler South Property (80 AC.) located at the Southwest Corner of Caton Farm and Peterson Roads, and the Annexation, Classification to R-3, R-4 and B-3 zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement of Wheeler North Property (145.99 AC.), located at the Northeast Corner of Schlapp and Caton Farm Roads, be tabled until the June 19, 2008 Plan Commission meeting.  Mr. Walden seconded the motion, which passed with six aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Mulvey, Moore, Thomas, Walden, Kella and Strong.  

V-3-08:  VACATION OF GRANT STREET, SOUTH OF JEROME AVENUE.
Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.

Mr. Jose Aguirre, 614 Jerome Avenue, Joliet, IL 60432, appeared on behalf of the petition.  
Commissioner Moore asked if the vacation would stop any of the utilities or emergency responses to having access to getting to the alley behind the property.  Mr. Haller responded it is an unimproved almost non-existent alley.  There are no utilities apparent.

No one appeared in opposition to the petition.

Ms. Thomas moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Vacation of Grant Street, South of Jerome Avenue.  Mr. Kella seconded the motion, which passed with six aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Moore, Thomas, Walden, Kella, Mulvey and Strong.  

Z-4-08:  RECLASSIFICATION FROM R-4 (MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) TO R-B (RESTRICTED BUSINESS) ZONING FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 963-1001 129TH INFANTRY DRIVE.

PUD-1-08:  PRELIMINARY PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT FOR LOT 55 AND 64 OF CAMPUS COURTYARDS.

Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.
Mr. George Barr, Attorney, appeared on behalf of the petition.

Commissioner Walden said he has had some problems with drainage in that area.  Mr. Barr responded there are three different ponds that are in place that were designed for the proposed building.  Therefore the retention capacity is in the fields already.  The two ponds have already alleviated the drainage.  
Ms. Kim Meirhofer, 2860 George Avenue, Joliet, appeared before the Commission.  Ms. Meirhofer wanted to know how far the proposed building will come to the berm.  Her home is close to the berm.  Mr. Barr said he will show Ms. Meirhofer the layout of the building and how it sits on the lot as proposed.  It is no different than the setbacks that were there for the multi-family.  

Mr. Mulvey moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Reclassification from R-4 (multi-family residential) zoning to R-B (restricted business) zoning for property located at 963-1001 129th Infantry Drive.  Ms. Thomas seconded the motion, which passed with six aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Thomas, Walden, Kella, Mulvey, Moore and Strong.  

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Preliminary Planned Unit Development for Lot 55 and Lot 64 of Campus Courtyards.  Ms. Thomas seconded the motion, which passed with six aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Walden, Kella, Mulvey, Moore, Thomas and Strong.   

P-2-08:  PRELIMINARY PLAT OF DR. RAO RESUBDIVISION UNIT 3.

FP-5-08:  FINAL PLAT OF DR. RAO RESUBDIVISION UNIT 3.

Mr. Thomas Carroll, Jacob & Hefner Associates, 815 Campus Drive, Joliet, appeared on behalf of the petition.
Commissioner Moore wanted to know if the bike path will be put in adjacent to the proposed property.  Mr. Carroll said the path will be constructed this summer by the City and they are providing the easements for that construction.
