Thereupon the following matters were discussed:

OLD BUSINESS:

A-16-08:  Annexation, Classification to R-4 (Low Density, Multi-Family Residential District), R-1B (Single-Family Residential District) and Approval of an Annexation Agreement of Wheeler South property (80 Ac.), located at the southwest corner of Caton Farm and Peterson Roads.

Ms. Patti Bernhard, Attorney, appeared on behalf of the petitions.

Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.
Mr. Dale Judevine, Joliet Park District, appeared on behalf of the petition.  

Mr. John Manstis, 1120 E. Jackson Street, appeared before the Commission.  Mr. Manstis said he is directly across the street from the Ridgewood Park property.  He wanted to know if he will be able to continue his disposal/burning of leaves, etc. with the park annexing into the City. 

Mr. Haller responded the County of Will allows for open burning.  However they do not allow for open burning for anybody that is within 1500 ft. of any municipal boundary that prohibits open burning.  Whether the park annexed or did not annex, Mr. Manstis might already be in violation.  It depends on what he burns.  

No one appeared in opposition to the petition.

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation of Ridgewood Park located at Cass & Walnut Streets, Classification to R-2 (single-family residential) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement. Mr. Haller gave the planning staff reports.
Mrs. Pamela Wynne, 10761 Grove Road, Minooka, appeared before the Commission.  Mrs. Wynne said there are towns in their county seeking to expand their city limits out to take in property in Kendall County.  The landowners of the 2200 acres decided they would like their choice of the city they would like to be a part of and they chose Joliet.  She listed the several reasons they chose Joliet.  Joliet City Staff and the Council Members are responsible and responsive, fair, independent thinkers, thorough and loyal to the City.  In conclusion, they are choosing to have their land annexed to the City of Joliet.  

Ms. Elizabeth Hussler, Brison Road, Yorkville, appeared before the Commission.  She said they sold half of their farm about 5 years ago.  The new owner of the south end of their farm raises a nursery.  She said they still burn leaves and sticks on their farm, and she wanted to know if they will still be allowed to do that with the pending annexations.  She also stated concern about their well going dry.  

Mr. Haller responded that with development in the City of Joliet with the storm detention ponds that are put in there, the over land drainage gets better.  The ponds function exactly as they are supposed to.   He expects no change in the area with the new annexing homeowners.  
Mr. Walden moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation Case #’s A-40-08, A-38-08, A-39-08, A-41-08, A-42-08, A-43-08, A-44-08, A-45-08, A-46-08, A-48-08, A-47-08, A-49-08, A-50-08, A-52-08, A-51-08, A-60-08, A-59-08, A-61-08, A-53-08, A-54-08, A-55-08, A-56-08, A-57-08, and A-58-08, Classification to R-1B and B-3 zoning and Approval of the Annexation Agreements.  Mr. Kella seconded the motion, which passed with five aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Cammack, Jelinek, Kella, Walden and Strong.
A-63-08:  Annexation of 33.69 acres located at the northwest corner of Patterson Road and Millsdale Road, Classification to I-1 (Light-Industrial District) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement.

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation of 33.69 acres located at the northwest corner of Patterson Road and Millsdale Road, Classification to I-1 (light industrial) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement, and the Amendment to the Annexation Agreement for Autobahn Country Club and the Amendment to a Master Development Plan for Autobahn Country Club.  Mr. Cammack seconded the motion, which passed with five aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Kella, Walden, Cammack, Jelinek and Strong.
