OLD BUSINESS:

A-98-08:  Annexation of 1.73 Ac. at 7902 Caton Farm Road, Classification to B-3 (General Business District) zoning, and Approval of an Annexation Agreement.
Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.
Mr. Vitas Maciukevicius, Zoning and Development Manager for BP, appeared on behalf of the petition.  
There was discussion regarding the appearance of the gas station building.  Mr. Haller said the building plans are acceptable to the Staff.  

No one appeared in opposition to the petition.

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation of 1.73 acres at 7902 Caton Farm Road, Classification to B-3 (general business) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement. Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.
Mrs. Anita Beri, Petitioner, appeared on behalf of the petition.  

Mrs. Beri said they reside in the house 2 days a week.  

Mrs. Pam Wynne, 10761 Grove Road, Minooka, appeared before the Commission.  She said they own the land that surrounds the proposed annexation.  They are not against the annexation however they have a concern that there will be a kennel there.  Since the land is zoned residential there will some day be houses around the kennel.  She wants to be sure that the petitioner is aware of the process and specifications if they plan to have a kennel.

Mr. Haller said they do know that it requires a B-3 zoning to allow an outdoor dog kennel.  They intend to have everything enclosed and indoors similar to the clinic in Plainfield.    

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation of 10006 Caton Farm Road, Classification to R-B (restricted business) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  Mr. Grasty seconded the motion, which passed with eight aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Jelinek, Kella, Moore, Thomas, Walden, Cammack, Grasty and Strong.  

Annexation of 411 Scribner Street, Classification to R-2 (Single-Family Residential District) zoning, Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  (A-100-08/Dist. 4)

Annexation of 410 Scribner Street, Classification to R-2 (Single-Family Residential District) zoning, Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  (A-102-08/Dist. 4)

Annexation of 412 Scribner Street, Classification to R-2 (Single-Family Residential District) zoning, Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  (A-103-08/Dist. 4)

Annexation of 411 Harwood Street, Classification to R-2 (Single-Family Residential District) zoning), Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  (A-104-08/Dist. 4)

Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.

Annexation of 271.4 Acres at the Northwest corner of Rte. 6 and Gougar Road Hadley Valley Preserve, Classification to R-1B (Single-Family Residential District) zoning, Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  (A-105-08/Dist. 4)

Annexation of .24 Acres North of Rte. 6 and West of Gougar Road, Classification to R-1B (Single-Family Residential District) zoning  (A-106-08/Dist. 4)

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission table the Annexation of 271.4 acres at the Northwest Corner of Route 6 and Gougar Road, Hadley Valley Preserve, Classification to R-1B (single-family residential) zoning and the Approval of the Annexation Agreement and the Annexation of .24 acres North of Route 6 and West of Gougar Road, Classification to R-1B (single-family residential) zoning to the October 16, 2008 Plan Commission meeting.  Mr. Cammack seconded the motion, which passed with eight aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Kella, Moore, Thomas, Walden, Cammack, Grasty, Jelinek and Strong.
