OLD BUSINESS:

A-61-06:  ANNEXATION OF 95.5 ACRES LOCATED SOUTH OF CATON FARM ROAD, WEST OF GAYLORD, CLASSIFICATION TO R-1B (SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) ZONING AND APPROVAL OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT.

P-18-06:  PRELIMINARY PLAT OF STERLING MANOR SUBDIVISION.

FP-20-06:  FINAL PLAT OF STERLING MANOR SUBDIVISION UNIT 1.

Mr. Haller stated that the petitioner is requesting the petitions be tabled indefinitely.  
Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission table the Annexation of 95.5 acres located South of Caton Farm Road, West of Gaylord, Classification to R-1B (single-family residential) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement, the Preliminary Plat of Sterling Manor Subdivision and the Final Plat of Sterling Manor Subdivision Unit 1 indefinitely. PUD-11-06:  FINAL PUD OF BRONK’S CORNERS SUBDIVISION.

A-1-07:  ANNEXATION OF 10.2 ACRES AT RICKEY DRIVE, CLASSIFICATION TO R-1B (SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) ZONING AND APPROVAL OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT.
Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.
Mr. Arturo Contreras appeared on behalf of the petition.

Ms. Shirley Walton, 2102 Holmes Street, appeared before the Plan Commission.  

She wanted to know if the entry into the development will be on Rickey Drive or Spencer Road.  

Mr. Haller replied the access will be off of Rickey Drive.

Ms. Walton also wanted to know what the sizes of the lots will be and when the building will start.  Mr. Haller said the lot sizes will be 10,000 sq. ft. averages.  There will also be a retention pond.  

Mr. Kella moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation of 10.2 acres at Rickey Drive, Classification to R-1B (single-family residential) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  Mr. Galli seconded the motion, which passed with eight aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Grasty, Kella, Mulvey, Strong, Thomas, Walden, Galli and Pasteris.  
A-2-07:  ANNEXATION OF 850 & 900 ESSINGTON ROAD, CLASSIFICATION TO R-B (RESTRICTED BUSINESS) ZONING AND APPROVAL OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT.

Mr. Haller gave the planning staff report.
Mr. Dan Malinowski, Jacob & Hefner, 815 Campus Drive, Joliet, appeared on behalf of the petition.
Two of the six trees on the property will have to come down because they are in the middle of the building location.

Mr. Bill Malinowski, 821 Murphy Drive, Joliet, appeared before the Plan Commission.  Mr. Malinowski represented some of the neighbors regarding their concerns.  Some concerns were the zoning, quality of the buildings as well as elevation and drainage.  All concerns were taken care of by Mr. Malinowski at Jacob & Hefner.  Mr. Malinowski asked about the light poles and the disposal area, as well as the wooden fence.  He requested the better sturdy fence so that it is easier maintenance in the future. 

Mr. Haller requested all the concerns be taken care of before the petition goes before the City Council.  

Mr. Strong moved that the Plan Commission recommend the City Council approve the Annexation of 850 & 900 Essington Road, Classification to R-B (restricted business) zoning and Approval of an Annexation Agreement.  Mr. Galli seconded the motion, which passed with seven aye votes.  Voting aye were:  Kella, Strong, Thomas, Walden, Galli, Grasty and Pasteris.  Mr. Mulvey abstained from this vote.   
ZO-1-07:  AMENDMENT TO THE ZONING ORDINANCE REGARDING NON-RESIDENTIAL DESIGN STANDARDS (47-15G).
