OLD BUSINESS:
A-2-09:  ANNEXATION OF 8.21 ACRES AT 40 MILLS ROAD, CLASSIFICATION TO I-1 (LIGHT INDUSTRIAL) ZONING, APPROVAL OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT.  
Mr. Kendall Jackson stated the petition is being recommended to be tabled until the August 20, 2009 Plan Commission meeting.

Chairman Strong said that would be the right-of-way dedication that the church is donating to the city.  The water will be coming from the west side of Houbolt Road.  Mr. Dodd said in addition to that the City is considering a sewer extension from Essington to Houbolt which will be on the south side of Jefferson Street sometime in the future.
